If all goes smoothly, we should finish racing by about 4:30 pm.
Tournament Details:
Racing: 

· We have planned for a fun, relaxed tournament.   Of course, promptness is always appreciated, however please let the table and/or judge know if you anticipate delays getting in/out of the ring.
· There will be 2 minute warm ups on Saturday and Sunday for every teams first race.  After the 2 minute warm-up period, warm ups may be reduced to 1 minute if we are not keeping up with the estimated timeline.
· All teams will run 5 races/day at 4 of 4.  Modified Elimination races are included based on teams per division and seed times. 
Tournament Points:

The winner of each heat will receive one tournament point, and the winner of the majority of heats in a race will be awarded an additional two bonus points.  
If neither team wins the majority of heats, there will not be an extra heat ran, in that case both teams will split the 2 additional bonus points.
Heats ending in a tie will result in each team receiving ½ of a tournament point.

Line Judging:

Clubs have been assigned box and line judging during periods that should not conflict with the race schedule.  If, however, there are conflicts for your club and you need help filling those seats, please let the table workers know at least a few races ahead of time so that we can get it covered.

Division Tie Breakers:


1. Results of head to head competition at the heat level.


2. Fastest legal time in head to head competition.


3. Toss of a coin.

Other Important Details:

Participant Waivers:  All flyball participants will be required to print and complete the attached “Acknowledgement and Assumption of Risk, Release, Waiver, and Indemnity” form prior to the tournament and turn it in to Barkworthy upon arrival at the park.  We will have a few extra’s printed for those that happen to forget.
Food:   OUTSIDE FOOD/DRINK IS NOT ALLOWED IN THE PARK.  The Stadium Club restaurant, bar, and public restrooms are located to the northeast of the tournament building.  They offer breakfast, lunch, dessert, and beverages.  See attached photos of the menu.  The food, drinks, and snacks are all reasonably priced and are good quality.   
Crating:   Crating map is attached as a separate file.
Parking: Limited parking just northwest of the indoor soccer tournament building can be accessed through the maintenance gate (see Google Earth layout map in separate file).  Parking is allowed on the grass only.  Please park perpendicular to the outer boundaries of this grassy area in order to leave room for our dogs to potty without weaving through cars.  If this area fills before you arrive, you can still drive to the rear of the building to unload your equipment then drive your car around and park in the main parking lot at the front of the park.  
Potty Area: There will only be one potty area, it is located just to the west of the building in the grassy area where flyball participants will be allowed to park.  There will be little league games taking place in the ball fields, and children playing all around the interior spaces of the park.  Dogs are only allowed in the tournament building and potty area.
When out to potty, dogs MUST:

· be on leash; 
· enter/exit the building through the two doors on the west end of the building;
· only potty in the grass (do not hike on the building or any equipment); and
· walk in the designated area only (west side of the building).  
A trash can or two will be located near the two back doors for potty bags.

Be sure to ALWAYS pick up after your dogs. 😉
