So, if you see someone forgetting or accidentally violating any of the following rules and/or just general common courtesy’s, please gently remind them and/or help them make it right so that we always leave the facility & property in better condition than when we arrived.

Parking:
PARKING IS NOT ALLOWED ON THE GRASS.  Parking is available in the gravel space on the north side of the facility building.  Parking is allowed on the gravel only. 
Potty Areas:  DOGS ARE NOT ALLOWED TO PEE ON METAL STRUCTURES OR OUTDOOR EQUIPMENT.  Three designated flyball potty areas are located in the grass just south, west, and northeast of the building.  Potty station trash cans are in each of these areas.  We will hang a few potty bags at each station for those who accidentally find themselves without one.  The outdoor agility field is off-limits for flyball participants during the tournament.  However, there is a smaller fenced in area just south of those agility fields that can be used for taking your dogs off-leash.  (see separate property map) 
Be sure to ALWAYS pick up after your dogs. 😉
Crating:
The crating map is found in a separate file.  Club spaces are against the walls and only about 10 feet deep. Be sure to leave at least a 5-foot-wide walkway along the agility arena.  Be prepared to stack crates or arrange them in back-to-back pods if needed to make more efficient use of your crating areas.  
Kitchen:
There is a kitchen in the facility available for public usage.  It includes a sink, counters, cabinets, microwave, and refrigerator (white one only!).  
Pack This:
If needed, you are encouraged to bring your own: Tables, chairs, potty bags, lunch, paper towels for spills/accidents, bug spray (mosquitos are bad outside), and a BIG SMILE!
Wi-Fi:
Look for password information posted on the walls.
CSH:
Canine Sports Hub will be used during the tournament.  All individuals that may be line judging should attend the Captain’s Meeting to get instructions on usage of the iPads.  Clubs are encouraged to enter their team lineups through Canine Sports Hub prior to the tournament, otherwise please send them in an email to Terry McClean at tmcclean@yahoo.com.

Agility Ring:
FOOD IS NOT ALLOWED ON THE TURF.  Use of the agility equipment is off limits.  Spectators are welcome to enter the turf area with or without their dog on leash, however, if your dog has a potty accident or causes any other damage you are responsible for cleanup and any repair/compensation determined by the facility owner.  Children and anyone else that requires supervision from accidentally causing damage to the turf or equipment are not allowed in this area without direct supervision. 
Timeline  
Each day is a separate tournament.  
BREAKS:

Because of the small number of entries and the division breakdown dynamics, racing breaks have been incorporated where necessary to allow equal racing for each team and adequate resting time between races for the dogs.  Each club has been assigned at least 1 break timeslot for use of the mats to conduct green dog practice.  If you do not plan to use your Green Dog time, please let the table worker know or offer it to another club.

Tournament setup begins at 3pm and early crating is available from 3 pm until 6/7 pm, depending on when Barkworthy is done.

If all goes smoothly, we should finish racing by about 2:00 pm.
Tournament Details:
Racing: 

· We have planned for a fun, relaxed tournament.  And while promptness is always appreciated, please be aware that Barkworthy will be running 4 teams each day and will be in the lanes more than half the time each day. The head table is aware of these conflicts and will hold warm-ups if necessary. Please let the judge and/or head table know ahead of time if you need additional warm-ups held for other conflicts.
· Teams are permitted one practice start per race. Please let the judge know before warm-up ends if you wish to do a practice start.

· There are several instances where clubs have back-to-back races. 

· There will be 2 minute warm ups on Saturday and Sunday for every teams first race.  After the 2 minute warm-up period, warm ups may be reduced to 1 minute if we are not keeping up with the estimated timeline.
· All teams will run 4 races/day at 5 of 5.
Tournament Points:

· The winner of each heat will receive one tournament point, and the winner of the majority of heats in a race will be awarded an additional two bonus points.  
· If neither team wins the majority of heats, there will not be an extra heat ran, in that case both teams will split the 2 additional bonus points.
· Heats ending in a tie will result in each team receiving ½ of a tournament point.

Line Judging:

Line Judges will be using iPads to record results directly into Canine Sports Hub.  Instructions for use will be discussed during the Captain’s Meeting. Clubs have been assigned line judging during periods that should not conflict with their race schedule.  If, however, there are conflicts for your club and you need help filling those seats, please let the table workers know at least a few races ahead of time so that we can get it covered.

Division Tie Breakers:

1. Results of head to head competition at the heat level.

2. Fastest legal time in head to head competition.

3. Toss of a coin.
